RESIDENTIAL CHARACTER
Areas of predominantly residential character. 
Local community values the ‘low-scale 
village’ character and this needs to be 
managed into the future  

INDUSTRIAL CHARACTER 
Areas of predominantly industrial character. 
Industrial and commercial uses have 
changed over time and opportunities to 
celebrate industrial heritage.  Need to 
manage conflict between the function of the 
industrial zone and residential areas. 

MAIN SHOPPING AREAS
The ‘village character’ created by the ‘local 
feel’ of the areas shopping precincts, its 
easy access to daily needs and its low-scale 
and diverse mix of heritage and new is 
valued by the local community and should 
be retained and enhanced into the future.

TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT
Increasing community concern over 
heavy vehicle movements and congestion 
on roads such as Melbourne Road and 
Hudsons Road and the impact it has on the 
amenity and character of residential areas 
and activity centres. 

GREEN CORRIDORS 
Investigate opportunities to green-up the 
local area and enhance key community 
spaces and corridors to improve the overall 
look and feel of the area
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
